GO-Global 4 is very 
straightforward to use, yet provides the power 
and features necessary to support medium to large 
enterprise deployments.

And it’s much easier 
to deploy and use than complex alternatives 
such as Citrix XenApp (previously known as Citrix 
Presentation Server or MetaFrame) or limited 
solutions such as Microsoft Remote Desktop Services 
(previously known as Windows Terminal Services).

Two client types 
are available: GO-Global desktop clients run natively 
on users’ Windows, Linux, UNIX, and Mac OS X 
computers, while GO-Global browser clients run in 
Internet Explorer, Mozilla Firefox, and Apple Safari.
